Non-Profit Organizational Funds

Purpose

Non-Profit Organizational funds are either endowed or expendable.  Through this class of fund, an educational nonprofit will be able to take advantage of PEF’s track record and expertise in managing funds. The goal may be long-term investment or short-term fiscal management, either to support the organization’s broad purpose or for a particular project (e.g. a building project).  

GOAL

Provide a service to educational nonprofits and increase PEF’s funds under management.

APPROACH

· Minimum: Funds may be established with a minimum balance of $10,000. 

· Fund raising for such a fund (if applicable) would be handled by the organization.  

· Grants would be made to the organization upon receiving authorized request.  

· Minimal Administration: PEF would not be disbursing funds for the organization’s expenses or providing bookkeeping services beyond normal receipts for additions to the fund and regular fund statements.

Benefits

· Education Experts – PEF understands special needs of local educational community

· Educational Leaders in the Community – PEF is involved in Petaluma activities and a spokesperson in community for the needs of our local schools

· Advice and Expertise – PEF provides a valuable layer of oversight, management and responsibility.

· Timely Communication – PEF offers updates regarding evolving IRS regulations for non-profit organizations.

· Accessibility – PEF maintains a local office with a small, friendly staff.

· Efficiency – PEF helps Non-Profit Organization save time and resources.
